was designated as a nationally protected species in 1970.It is currently listed

on the Red List of the Ministry of the Environment as an endangered
species.Steller's sea eagles are birds of prey that fly from northern Sakhalin
to Hokkaido during the winter period in winter.Their distinctive features
include; a long white tail and wings with white frontal edges.

The population of Steller's sea eagles in Hokkaido is declining.This is due
to increasing accidents as a result of friction with human society, such as;
colliding with wind turbines, train collisions on the railway tracks while
feasting on dead Ezo deer, and lead poisoning from hunting bullets.
