Nature Information
A black woodpecker was flying near the road around Asahidake Onsen
town. The black woodpecker is Japan's largest woodpecker, measuring 46
cm in length, about the size of a crow. It is a national natural monument
and is listed as an endangered species by the Ministry of the Environment.
It is characterized by the black color of its entire body plumage and the red
color of its head. If you hear a screeching sound echoing through the

forest they may be nearby.

The black Woodpecker feeds on ants and msects in trees and builds its
burrows in dead trees and large trees. It is called “chipu ta chikap” (a
bird that carves a round wooden boat) in the Ainu language because it
makes a hole in the wood. The entire top of the head is red in males,
while only the back of the head is red in females, which is the key
distinguishing feature.

Yukomanbetsu Marshland

In the marshland, where the snow
is melting, Ezo-no-Ryukinka and 1
Mizubasho are in bloom. Flowers
are blooming in sunny areas.
However, there is still some
lingering snow on the wooden
paths, so walking on these paths
requires extra care..
